SPRING IS HERE; CITY GOLF COURSES 

OPEN AT 7 A.M. MAY 1, 2013 
SYRACUSE, N.Y. – At 7 A.M. on Wednesday, May 1, the City of Syracuse will open its two 

golf courses at Burnet and Sunnycrest Parks.  

The nine-hole courses at Burnet and Sunnycrest Parks will be open from 7 a.m. to 8 p.m. seven 

days a week, weather permitting.  Fees are $6 for adults, $3 for juniors 17 and under, and $3 for 

seniors 55 and over. 

The course at Sunnycrest Park is at the end of Caleb Avenue, off of Hickok Avenue in 

Eastwood.  The course at Burnet Park is located near the Avery Avenue entrance to the park on 

Tipperary Hill. 
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
