Section 1. JSCB FAO L PROCEDURE

(2)All public requests for information shall be directed in

witing to the JSCB Secretary.

(3) In accordance with 889 of the New York State Pubic
Oficers Law, the Secretary will respond within 5 (five) business
days to a FOL request to acknow edge its receipt and to provide
an approxinmate tineframe as to when the docunents in question wll

be nade avail abl e.



(4) The Secretary shall consult with the Gty s Corporation
Counsel as to the types of docunents that can be rel eased pursuant

to 887 of the New York State Public Oficers Law

(5) If the Secretary determnes, upon the advice of the
Corporation Counsel, that a particular docunment is not rel easable
pursuant to 887 of the New York State Public Oficers Law, then a
| etter denying access and specifying the reasons for such a denial

will be sent to the applicant by the Secretary.

(6) The JSCB hereby appoints the Corporation Counsel or his

designee to act in the absence of the Secretary on behalf of the

JSCB in responding to any FOL matter.

Article 3

Section 1. JSCB FAO L APPEAL PROCEDURE

(1) In accordance wth 889 (4) of the New York State Public
Oficers Law, the Chairman of the JSCB is hereby designated as the
FO L appeal officer of the JSCB.

(2) In accordance with 889, the Chairman, in consultation



with the Gty s Corporation Counsel, shall review all appeals
submtted to him The Chairman, within ten (10) business days of
receiving an appeal, may deny an appeal or grant the FAOL request

in whole or in part in accordance with applicable |aw
(3) Appeals should be filed in witing with the Chairman
within thirty (30) days of the date of the original JSCB FOL

deni al .
